OFC LEAGUE RULES

The Varsity, Junior Varsity and Bantam games are 15 minute quarters by the rule book ... the Peewees will play 12 minute quarters by the rule book.
There will be no overtime in regular season games 
They are using the 2010 rule book including the sections regarding visors and blocking below the waist 
 If you get unlucky and an electrical storm interrupts your game please wait at least one hour before calling it a day and keep in touch with both coaches about the decisions you are making.  If they are happy then it causes a lot fewer problems later on
If in your association you have a coach who also officiates and is involved with an OFC team please keep him off the field as an official.  Also probably not a great idea to have fathers and brothers doing games with family on the field.  I did get a complaint about this last year.
Number of Officials - Varsity - 6 on field officials. Junior Varsity - 5 on field officials, Bantam - 5 on field officials. Peewee - 4 on field officials.  
Home team will supply a stick crew.
Playoffs ... home officials will handle the semi-finals and we will use officials from the associations that make the final to do the finals.
Varsity and Junior Varsity are to use Wilson 2000 or Wilson 2001 leather balls and Bantam use Wilson TDY.  Peewees are to use the Wilson TDJ leather ball.
Each home team is to supply 2 games balls and these are the only ones to be use in the game ... the teams may not bring in their own balls
